1. This notice follows the General Procurement Notice published in UN Development Business online (UNDB) online
2. The Government of India has applied for a Credit from the World Bank towards the cost of the NACSP and intends to apply parts of the proceeds for consultant services. The NACSP shall be implemented by Department of AIDS Control (DAC), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India. 

3. The NACSP includes implementing a  communication strategy that includes:

· Motivating behavioural change in General Population and specific target groups including the High Risk Behaviour Groups (HRGs) (CSWs, IDUs & MSM) and Bridge Populations (clients of sex workers, migrants and truck drivers) and other key population groups.         

· Dispelling  myths and misconceptions, raise awareness levels about risk and the need for behavior change

· Creating an environment free from stigma and discrimination

· Promoting use of condoms 

· Promoting  voluntary blood donation

· Generating demand for services such as testing and counseling, services for STI and ART
Above scope is indicative only.

4. To have maximum impact and reaching target audience, DAC intends to hire professional creative agency to perform following activities:
· Development of 360 degree multimedia communication including audio-visual materials such as PSAs for Radio & TV, advertisements for print media, activation ideas, new technologies etc. 
· Visibility  & Promotional materials for outdoor / service delivery points- posters, hoardings, bus shelters, illuminated signages, pamphlets/ brochures, branding materials exhibition materials etc.
· Strategy for ensuring service centres (ICTC/PPTCT, STD clinics, Blood Donation and ART centres ) are made information friendly by adequate display /availability of IEC material.

· Support at conferences and exhibitions for venue, conference material, exhibition display materials etc

5. The contract will be initially for 2 years and is extendable yearly based on annual performance reviews.
6. DAC invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide the following information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc). In view of the likely size of assignment, it is proposed to consider agencies having adequate financial, managerial and technical resources, and with proven relevant experience in implementing projects of similar nature. They may submit the following documents:

· Capability Statement including total turnover of the company along with audited accounts of the last three years.

· Agency background and profile Agency background and profile of the lead organization and any collaborating  organizations, as the case may be
· A current list of clients and brief description of services performed for them.

· Experience in social communications with preference on health – preferably in HIV/AIDS, reproductive health and social marketing. (Please do not enclose specimens of work at this stage)
7. Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications. Any EoI with inadequate information, or those received after the closing date may not be considered. EoI should be as concise and focused as possible to give evidence of the above requirements, including the capability statement and organization profiles. The short listing will be done on the basis of the above information/documents.

8. A consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers (January, 2011 edition). The attention of interested consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines, setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.
9.
