CALL FOR EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST (EOI)
For Setting up State Training and Resource Centre (STRC) to strengthen the capacity of Prevention Intervention projects under National AIDS Control Programme 


	The Government of India has applied for financing from the International Development Association (IDA)    towards the cost of the fourth National HIV/AIDS Control Project and it is intended that a part of the proceeds of this financing will be applied to eligible payments under the contract for which this invitation for expression of interest (EOI) is issued. The National AIDS Control Organisation (NACO) is supporting the state programme. State AIDS Control Societies (SACS) implement the programmes in the states.

Prevention Interventions include Targeted Interventions and Link Workers Scheme. These interventions are attempting to saturate the coverage of groups at high risk of getting HIV infection including bridge populations such as the truckers and migrants. NACO has decided to identify competent organizations/training institutes to become ‘State Training and Resource Centers” (STRCs) to build capacity of partner organizations with various state AIDS Control Societies.

1. STRC for State of Odisha located at Bhubaneswar

2.  STRC for Mizoram and Tripura with head office located in Aizawl.
3. Regional STRC for Maharashtra located at Nagpur and for UP Eastern Region located at Allahabad.
4. Interested organizations / institutions need to submit their respective Expression of Interest (EOI) for the same. 
5. The STRC will be expected to do the following:
· Manage logistics of and conduct high quality trainings for staffs of NGOs/CBOs etc implementing targeted interventions.

· Establish learning systems – e.g. hire staff with experience and support them administratively to conduct trainings

· Carry out operational research as required

· Develop learning sites

· Develop pedagogy of learning/curricula

· Assist State AIDS Control Societies with programme evaluations
The organisations applying for establishing STRC, within their institute should have the following qualifications and experience:-

· Local presence in the state/region for which the EOI is being sent, preferably at the State headquarters.
· The STRC will be selected from existing training institutes with proven track record of providing high quality training, and adequate infrastructure and experience in building the capacity of NGOs/CBOs/health sector functionaries.  The organisation must have a substantial infrastructure to carry out series of trainings as designed by SACS/DACS and TSU in a professional manner.
· The institute should have commendable experience in conducting trainings for institutions and organizations., 

· Experience in  health-related research and documentation will be an added  advantage

· Experience with HIV prevention among high risk groups (through training or implementation) will be desirable.

· Institutions/organizations should be committed to supporting long term capacity building for SACS and their partners.
	· Experience in developing state’s capacity in building human resources
· Should have annual turnover of more than 25 lakhs.

The EOI should be sent with the following details:  

· Capability Statement which includes a profile of the lead organisation and any collaborating organisations, number of years of existence and details of previous partnerships, relevant technical and geographical experience, major clients, financial turnover and profitability for the last 3 financial years. Individual CVs are not required at this stage but the number and profile of key staff must be provided. 
· The EOI should contain details of the infrastructure available (actual post card size photographs to be attached) i.e. facilities for residential training of at least 60 participants at any point of time, facilities for training of 2-3 simultaneous batches. 
· Explicit statement of which state/region is being applied for, along with details of any local experience with training NGOs, SACS, or other health agencies 
· Agencies are required to submit an affidavit indicating that they have never been blacklisted/debarred by any agency (both government, private or World Bank/UN bodies). In case the agency has been blacklisted/debarred in the past, the details of such blacklisting/debarment should be provided in the Affidavit. Affidavit should also indicate that no staff or board member is part of any SACS/TSU staffs currently/ they are running any project directly funded with SACS/NACO or funded through an agency which is already funded by SACS/NACO ( which may create conflict of interest).
· Agencies who have Conflict between consulting activities and procurement of goods, works or non-consulting services for SACS/NACO or Conflict among consulting assignments: a Consultant (including its Experts and Sub-consultants) or any of its Affiliates may be in conflict with another assignment of the Consultant for  SACS/NACO or Relationship with the SACS/NACO/TSU’s staff: a Consultant (including its Experts and Sub-consultants) that has a close business or family relationship with a professional staff  of the SACS/NACO/TSU would not be considered for short listing as per the Conflict of Interest Clauses of Bank.
· Government owned enterprises must have to declare that they (i) are legally and financially autonomous, (ii) operate under commercial law, and (iii) that they are not dependent agencies of the Client  
1. A consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers ( January 2011 edition)

2. Interested institutions/ organisations may obtain further information at the address below during office hours (9.00 Hrs – 17.30 Hrs IST). Please note at this stage no technical and financial proposals are required. Based on the information submitted by the institution/ organisation in response to this request for EOI, NACO will prepare State/ Region wise Shortlist of 4-6 qualified institutions/ organisations who would later be issued Request For Proposal (RFP) Document. 

3. Any application with inadequate information and received after the closing date will not be considered. 
Any application with inadequate information and received after the closing date will not be considered. The EOI should be as concise and focused as possible to give evidence of the above requirements and should in no case be longer than 5 pages, including the capability statement, organisation profiles and statement of relevant experience.  

EOIs should be sent to the Deputy Director General, TI Division, NACO, 6th Floor, Chandralok Building, 36 Janpath, New Delhi, 110001 to arrive not later than 17.00 Hrs (IST) on  9th  October,2013. Only organisations, which are short listed based on the evaluation of the EOI, will be contacted and invited to submit detailed proposals.
