1. This notice follows the General Procurement Notice published in UN Development Business (UNDB) online.
2. The Government of India has applied for a Credit from the World Bank towards the cost of the proposed NACP-IV and intends to apply parts of the proceeds for consultant services. The NACP-IV (2012-2017) shall be implemented by Department of AIDS Control (DAC), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India. 

3. DAC intends to implement communication strategy using multimedia approach through TV, Radio, newspapers, magazines, internet and cinema theatres and outdoor media such as hoardings, bus panels, kiosks, wall writings and illuminated sign boards on different themes throughout the Project period. 
4. To have the maximum impact and reaching the targeted audience, DAC intends to hire a professional media planning, buying and monitoring agency for implementing the campaigns. The agency will have to perform the following activities during the project period:
· To plan the media campaigns in consultation with DAC by taking the best mix of the channels to maximize the reach to the TG.

· Do the media buying at the best competitive rates for implementing the campaigns.
· To closely monitor the campaigns as per the schedule and submit the weekly/monthly monitoring report to DAC with the suggestion to make any mid-term correction if required.
· After completion of the activity agency will have to submit the complete report of each campaign.

5. The contract will be initially for 2 years and is extendable up to another two years with inbuilt annual performance reviews. 

6. DAC now invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. The EoI should be sent along with :

(i) Capability Statement including total turnover of the agency along with audited accounts of the last three years.

(ii) Agency background and profile of the lead organization and any collaborating organizations, as the case may be. 

(iii) A current list of clients and brief description of services performed for them.

(iv) Experience in implementing projects of similar nature and size preferably in social sector 
7. Any EoI with inadequate information, or those received after the closing date may not be considered. EoI should be as concise and focused as possible to give evidence of the above requirements, including the capability statement and organization profiles. The short listing will be done on the basis of the above information/documents.

8. A consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers (January, 2011 edition). The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines, setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.
